How many students are in each Kids Week?
We limit enrollment to approximately 30 participants in each session.

Which Kids Week should | choose for my child?
Our Circus Kids Weeks offer a physical introduction to a wide
range of circus skills—from plate spinning to juggling to clowning.

The Theater Kids Week will take a more traditional approach to
creating and rehearsing a simple project using a wide selection
of theatrical forms such as dance, puppetry, physical theater and
spoken text.

The Playwriting Kids Week requires a strong interest in writing,
and while it culminates in a performance, the primary focus will
be on developing strong writers, not actors.

What level of performance experience should my child have
in order to fully participate?

The Kids Weeks program is designed for kids of all skill and
experience levels. All lessons begin with the basics, but expand
to allow participants to build their expertise once they've
demonstrated the fundamentals.

Where are Kids Weeks?

All classes are held in our state-of-the-art rehearsal rooms at the
New 42nd Street Studios® building, at 229 W. 42nd Street. Students
in the spring sessions will also attend an afternoon performance at
The New Victory Theater, just down the block at 209 W. 42nd Street.

What is the payment structure for Kids Weeks?

$100 deposit per enroliment is due when you register. The balance,
including any processing fees, must be paid in full no later than
three weeks prior to the start of each session. Sibling/Friend or
Second Week discounts will be applied against final payment.

Can | register my child for multiple Kids Weeks?
